Recipe Corner
From the Kitchen of Connie George
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 Cinnamon Chip Coffee Cake
1 Cup butter or margarine

1 Cup sugar

½ tsp. vanilla

¾ cup applesauce

2 ½ cups flour

1 tsp. baking soda

½ tsp. salt

10 ozs Cinnamon chips

1 cup chopped pecans

Lightly grease a 13X9X2 pan

Beat butter and sugar add eggs and vanilla. Mix in applesauce combine flour baking soda and salt. Gradually add to butter mixture, beating until well blended.  Stir in cinnamon chips and pecans.

Spread in pan and bake for 30-35 minutes until a toothpick comes out clean. Drizzle with glaze.

Easy Glaze – ¾ cup powdered sugar 1-2 tbs milk
